Your Village Board has started the annual budget process. The
process begins with budget proposals from the Village staff and
department heads and ends in December when the Board
adopts the final budget. Between these two events are several
budget meetings and a lot of hard work. The result determines
what the Village tax rate is for 2009 and what the Village por-
tion of your tax bill will be.

Last year our tax rate increased 1.9%, almost 50% less than
what was allowed by the State. Our challenge this year will be
to deal with the rising cost of providing the same level of ser-
vices. Just like you, the Village has seen significant increases;
the cost of fuel, insurance and materials. The staff and depart-
ment heads take this process very seriously and I am sure that
they will present requests which will provide a reasonable bal-
ance between cost and services. Nonetheless, the Board will
scrutinize every request.

As always, we welcome your input. If you have any questions
or comments regarding the budget, please contact me or any
other Board member.

TURN OVER A NEW LEAF

As the leaves begin to fall this autumn, many people are faced with the decision of \5/&
how to handle the leaves on their property. Yard trimmings are banned from Wis-

consin’s landfills, and while some municipalities offer a leaf pick-up, many do not.

Thus, disposing of the leaves becomes the homeowner’s responsibility. Even if your

municipality does offer leaf collection, it is a costly disposal option for your munici-

pality.
So what is a resident to do? There are several easy options that allow residents to take care of year
trimmings and leaves on their own property.

Mulching leaves in place. This option is faster than raking and allows the nutrients in the leaves to

return to your soil. Get your lawn ready for winter by allowing leaves to decompose on your lawn. Sev-
eral passes over your leaves with a lawnmover (a regular blade or mulching blade) will chip the leaves
into small pieces to fee your lawn.

Composting. Composting is another way to use leaves as a valuable resource. If you start composting
this fall, you can have usable compost for your yard by spring.

Organic Mulch. Spread leaves and shredded brush around plants and trees to help keep a moderate
temperature and retain moisture. Compost and mulch also helps control soil erosion.

What not to do. Do not burn leaves. This is a health hazard for people with allergies and asthma, a
fire hazard, and creates air pollution. It is also a waste of resources.

Snow and Ice Removal

Snow and Ice must be removed within twenty-four (24) hours after the cessation of any fall of
sleet or snow. The owner or occupant of said premises must keep the full width of sidewalk
free and clear of snow and ice. Failure to remove the ice or snow after 24 hours, the Public
Works Superintendent shall remove or cause the snow or sleet (ice) to be removed from any
and all sidewalks and cross-sidewalks neglected by the owner or occupant and a fee established
by the Village Board shall be assess against the owner or occupant for the cost and expense of
moving such snow or sleet (ice). In the event a property owner has not paid all bills relating
to ice or snow removal by the time that real estate taxes and other special charges are levied,
the Village Administrator shall enter in the tax roll as a special tax against the real estate in-
volved the total unpaid charges for ice and snow removal for the previous year. The ice and
snow removal charges shall be collected in all respects like other taxes upon real estate and

interest shall accrue in like manner.
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FIRE DEPARTMENT

As fall comes upon us, so does fire prevention week in October. During this time of the year we
are busy with our fire prevention program, trying to reach out to the kids and the families in the
community. This year along with our annual fire prevention talks at St Agnes, we will be handing out
books about fire and burn safety for the kids to go over in their class rooms. The kids will also be
able to take these books home to read with their parents and go over their egress routes and where
some of the dangers are throughout their home.

Hilary Bilbrey, a Stevens Point resident and children’s author, has collaborated with the Wis-
consin Alliance for Fire Safety (WAFS) to bring the true story of her son Breck’s burn injury to a
young audience and their readers. “Brecker Bunny Learns to be Careful...A Lesson in Fire and Burn
Safety.” The story comes to life through the life of a bunny family and their adventurous little son,
Brecker, as he makes his day through life’s safety hazards. The Brecker Bunny Book is a useful tool
helping children make the right choices regarding safety. The goal of the book is to help prevent fires
and burns before they happen. Included at the end of the book is a lesson plan for parents and teach-
ers to help reinforce the everyday safety messages throughout the book. A home checklist for fire
safety is also included as is some timely tips to keep the home a safe place to live.
