Beginning April 20", the regular Brush Service is on the first and third Monday of each
month through the summer and ending on October 19, 2009. Brush should be
stacked or piled at the curbs by 7 AM of the pick-up day, but no sooner than 6 PM
Sunday night before a brush pick-up day. The brush should be stacked NEAT AND
ORDERLY with ends uniform and should be no greater than 4 inches in diameter.
The length can be long and lay ends to the road, NOT IN THE ROAD. Please DO
NOT PUT OTHER YARD WASTE in with the BRUSH! DO NOT put

branches in plastic bags or bio-degradable bags.

The Brush Service provided by the Public Works Department was designed for
branches ONLY, no full trees. DO NOT PUT BRANCHES IN GARBAGE
CANS, THE BRANCHES WILL NOT BE PICKED UP. If the Public Works De-

partment deems the pile is too large, they will bypass the area this year.

Hampton Avenue Project

The Village is still finalizing the joint Hampton Avenue Project with Waukesha County. The Village has applied for the second
round of Federal Stimulus Money through the State of Wisconsin. The Village should know by early May if our project has been
selected to receive Federal Funding.

The project is being called a hybrid resurfacing project. The current plans for Hampton Ave. include: Dowel bar retro fitting, a
process which provides strength to the existing hundreds of independent cement slabs along Hampton Avenue. The County has
had good success with roads like Hampton Ave. that the cement slabs are in good shape, however they have moved around to
cause the road to be bumpy and loud. Other dowel bar retro fits in our area include Moorland Road from Cleveland Ave. to
Greenfield Ave. and parts of the old 164 in the Sussex area. Once the dowel bar retro fit is complete, the contractor will mill
about 2 inches off Hampton Avenue to make it smoother. Finally, the contractor will do one lift (layers) of asphalt about 3
inches thick that will make Hampton Ave. a smooth and strong road for the next 20 years.

The Village Engineering firm R.A. Smith has designed the plans to allow for Hampton Ave. to remain open during the project.
The current plan is to have Hampton Ave. down to one lane in both directions to allow access for all businesses and residences.

The Village is planning a Public Meeting and will be mailing out invitations to all the residents and business owners who are on
Hampton Ave. sometime in April. The Village will make every effort to keep the public informed during this project.

Change Your Clocks, Change Your Smoke Detector Batteries

It’s that time of the year again to spring ahead. While Daylight Savings time started
March 8", Butler Fire Department still encourages residents to change there smoke detec-
tor battery when they change their clocks to ensure that they are still in good, working con-

dition.

Working smoke detectors can help save lives and provide early detection of fire.
They also provide the extra necessary minutes to help you to get out and stay out. Most
home fires occur at night when everybody is sleeping, and most of the deaths related to fires
are from smoke inhalation. A working smoke detector will detect smoke well before a fire

will spread. When a fire occurs, seconds count. A fire will double in size every minute.

There should be a working smoke detector on each level of the building including
the basement and living room. Most importantly there should be a smoke detector inside
and in a hallway by the bedroom. Smoke detectors should be tested Weekly to ensure good Working condition.

2009 Village of Butler Budget

The Village Board approved the 2008 budget on December 2, 2008. Tax bills were mailed the second

week in December.

The Village will collect your tax payments until January 30, 2009. After that date, you should make

payments at Waukesha County.

the General Fund which is comprised of
Public Safety, Public Works, Recreation,
Conservation/Development and General
Government. Debt Services and Capital
Projects are also funded by property
taxes. In the 2009 Budget, 68% of the
General Fund comes from property tax.

The rest is collected from fees, invest-

ments, grants, charges for services and state aid.
