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FROMTHE PRESIDENT

The year 2009 was a mix of challenges and rewards for your Village Board. We
started the year with an extraordinary amount of snow resulting in a large
amount of snow removal costs. Consequently we were over budget in a few
accounts early in the year and had to cut expenses in other areas for the balance
for the year.

Our first full year in our new library has been very successful with a significant
increase in circulation and visitors. We also added a K-9 unit to our Police De-
partment when we acquired our dog, Oden. Both the library and the K-9 unit
were made possible, without the use of taxpayer dollars, thanks to the generos-
ity of many residents and businesses in our community.

In 2009 the Village Board decided to undertake two major capital projects for
next year. The first is the repaving of Hampton Avenue. We applied for and
were awarded Federal stimulus money for the project. Consequently very little
local taxpayer dollars will be used. The second project is the internal and exter-
nal remodeling of the Village Hall building. Both projects are an investment in
our downtown area and hopefully will become a springboard to further rede-
velopment.

This past year we were gifted the former Butler Lions Club property consisting
of approximately an acre of land, the Lions Hall and a garage. The property,
which is adjacent to Frontier Park, was valued at $265,000 and gives us some

added space.

Despite the early budget issues we are on track to end the year close to budget
thanks to the efforts of the Village staff. It certainly was an eventful year.

SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL

Removal from Sidewalks — Within twenty-four (24) hours after the fall of sleet or snow, it
shall be the duty of the owners and/or the occupants of any lot or parcel of land in the Vil-
lage of Butler to remove, or cause to be removed, the snow or sleet from any and all side-

walks and to keep the same free and clear of snow and ice for the full width of the sidewalk.

Also, it is prohibited by Village Ordinance for anyone to plow or shovel snow onto
or across a public right-of-way. Furthermore, no person, firm or corporation en-
gaged in snow removal operations deposit snow or cause snow to be deposited across the

street from the property from which said snow is being taken.

No person, firm or corporation shall place snow, allow snow to be placed or cause snow to
be placed to a height greater than thirty inches (30”) above a place through the mean curb or
street grade within the triangular space formed by any two (2) existing or proposed inter-
secting street or alley right-of-way lines and a line joining points on such lines, located a

minimum of ten feet (10’) from their intersection.

Penalty — If any person, firm or corporation who violates the provisions of the above re-
garding Snow and Ice Removal shall be subject to a penalty as provided in Section 1-1-6 of
the Code of Ordinances for the Village of Butler.

First Offense - $25.00 - $500.00
Second Offense - $50.00 - $1,000

This $1 bill represents the allocation of each taxing authority on your property tax bill. This representation is only for the

property owners in the Hamilton School District. The Menomonee Falls School district has a slightly higher tax rate for

the Village residents in that district.

2010 General Fund Expenditure is
$2,104,840 which is46,624 or a
2.27% increase over 2009. The Staf¢
of Wisconsin created an expenditur
cap of 3% for Municipalities, how-
ever, the Village Board did not see
to use all 3%.

Your portion of the property tax bill
that goes to the Village is primarily
spent on the General Fund which is
comprised of Public Safety, Public
Works, Recreation, Conservation/
Development and General Govern-
ment. Debt Services and Capital
Projects are also funded by property
taxes. In the 2010 Budget, 62% of
General Fund comes from property
tax.

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Village Hall Remodel Project

For the last 14 months ,the Village Staff and Public Works Committee have been working on plans for a
Village Hall Remodel. The last major Village Hall remodeling project was in 1963 when the DPW garage
on the back of our existing Village Hall was converted to the Library and Board/Court Room. The Pro-
ject will begin January 4, 2010 and run about 6 months. The Village selected Selzer-Ornst Construction
Services, a Wauwatosa firm that has completed several other comparable Municipal projects. The project
will consist of a complete remodel of the Fire Department, Police Department and Village Board/ Court
Room. Village Hall administration and Police administration will stay open at our current location
through out construction. The Fire Department and Police Patrol services will operate out of the former
Lion’s Building at the Village Park.

During construction, the Village will continue to provide Police and Fire services which have been dis-
patched out of the Waukesha Communication Center for the last 5 years. All existing phone numbers will
continue to connect residents to the emergency services.

The project will also give a much needed face lift to the exterior of the Building along with better utiliza-
tion of our existing space at Village Hall. A large focus on energy efficiency and reducing both redundant
and long—term cost has been the committees focus.
